In his letter to Jewish Christians, James
addressed issues they were working
through in their personal lives and in
their church fellowship. For some, they
were going through difficult times,
others were facing temptations. Other
issues included impatience in difficulties
(1:1-4), talking and living the truth (2:1-
4), lack of control of the tongue (3:1),
fighting and coveting (4:1), and collect-
ing material “toys” (5:1-3). Spiritual
maturity is one of the greatest needs in
our churches today. God is looking for
mature men and women to carry on His
work. The book of James suggests five
marks of a maturing Christian. Join us
as we explore a “faith that works”, and
become what God has called us to be.
